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As a multiple frequency respiratory diseases are caused by a combination of genetic factors, smoking,
inhalation of pollutants such as fine dust, and environmental factors such as virus or bacterial

infection. The purpose of this course is to identify the causes of multiple frequency respiratory
diseases. Students will learn about the epidemiological information and physiology and pathology on
diseases, and learn integrated medical approaches to multiple frequency respiratory disease, focusing
on pharmacological treatment and their biochemical mechanism research as well as acupuncture and
herbal medicine interventions.
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
